2) Wang Gungwu’s Tianxia(Heaven)

- Tianxia began from “Shang(商)” of 夏, 商, and 周 on centralizing   

organizations of social, economic, and political roles. 

- Territorial Ceter needed in 秦, 漢 (BC206- AD220) with the 

Ancient Tianxia of Confucian(儒敎).

- 589-618 隋-唐(Sui-Tang) Reunification resulted in the powerful  

mixture Confucian, Buddhist, and Daoist Ideas with Chinese 

Distinct.

is assumed at the top rather than a state, Zhao said.

1. A Small Rural Village, Anhui Province(安徽省)
Late at night, 4 Des. 1978. In a small rural village, Anhui Province. 55 
local leders of CCP secretly decided Household Responsibility System 
(包産到戶) in the new year. This was against “People’s Commune(人民
公社)”. 30 from them signed in blood cutting off their fingers. Other 25 
were in-laws. However, the harvest was very successful in the new year. 
This was said to the governor Wan Li. He reported Deng Xiaoping. He 
ordered to carry out the system nationwide. The document signed in 
blood is still held as a tresure in the Revolutioary Museum at East of the 
Tiananmen Sqaure now.

2. Reform and Open Policy(改革開放) in China

18 Dec. 1978, The Third Central Committee of the 11th CPC   

permitted Private Company and Private Ownership. 

Deng Xiaoping(鄧小平) is not a defender for economic liberalism 
but realistic as a communist, open to learning experience, and 
wants results.

1989 Spring of Beijing, the Collapse of Berlin Wall, and Dismantle 
of USSR made Deng and His Reformers choose Market System for 
CCP to continue to hold on poweer.

3. Deng’s Taoguangyanghui(韜光養晦) 24 Strategy

Observe carmly, stand on your heels, dressed to cope, keep a 
low profile, good at guarding, and never take the leader!(冷靜

Good at guarding, never take the leader, keep a low profile,
seize the moment, and make a positive contribution! (于善守掘,

Before Deng retired, he left the 24 strategy for the politicians 
of the next generation.

13 Sept. 2013, in his speeches at Nazarbayev University, 
Kazakhstan and at the meeting with the participants at APEC in          
October, Xi Jinping mentioned an Economic Silk Belt and the 
21th Centry Ocean Silk Road to expand the friendship of 
mankind and to co-create the beautiful future. This is the origin 
of the modern-day BRI.

2. POPULATION

America is a nation built by settlers. They likely had many 
children, spread lands without owners, and more friendly to 
immigration than nation states.

China’s population reached the peak as 1,400 millions in 2021, 
and will be reduced by half in 2070 when we imagine the best 
case. Decrease of Productive Potential Population(15-64) will 
bring basic change to Chinese economy. 2035 PPP of China will 
be expected as 66% and as 58% in 2050, said Allicia C. Herro.

3. Tariff War between China and America

Untill the early 21C, America and China were seeking coopration 
amid strategic distrust. Now, USA is about subduing and 
neutralizing China’s will and ability to challenge. This time, USA, 
to break China’s will to challenge, started the tariff war with 
China including hightech and AI, exchange rate and finance, and 
education and research. This means Trump’s “MAGA” from 
Obama’s “Pivot to Asia” or “Revalancing”. Trump Administration
thinks China as competitor, revisionist or challenger.

3. Tariff War between China and America
6 July 2018, Trump Administratin imposed 25% tariff on Chinse products, 
tit-for-tat, China did. 5 February 2025, Trump Administration 2.0 did 10% 
on China again. On 2 April 2025, “Liberation  Day”, Trump signed Executive 
Order 14257 to order to impose 54% tariff on Chinese imports. 
Commenting the Smoot-Hawlet Law as a cause of the Great Depresssion 
between 1929 and 1934, China criticized USA to suffocate global trade, 
destroy global supply chain, and interrupt China’s economic development 
with protectionism. 10-11 May 2025, Swiss, from Tariff Agreement 
between both countries’, US will reduce 30% to Chinese from 145%, and 
China will take down the US’s 10% from 125%.

4. Chip(Semiconductor) War

Industrial Rice in the 4th Industrial Revolution. Sillicon as non-metallic elemetallic 
was invented in US. As I-Phone, chip is designed in US, produced in Taiwan(TSMC), 
Japan,  and Korea(Samsung, SK Hynix), the machine to produce chip is made in the 
Netherland(ASLM), and the finished product is assembled in China. Making much 
thiner Chip to the human hair is the key point. The diameter of a human hair is 50 -
100,000nm. The thiner it is, the more powerful it is. October 2022, through the 
CHIPS and Science Act, U.S. took the measures to control any companies in the 
world sailing chip, mnufcturing equpment, technology to China. Technology to 
Geographic Strategy came to key points. a. Global interest and influence. US$ 4.6 
in 2022. b. Roles Expansion of Digital and Soccial Mmedia. Increase of proper 
political action and civic engagement. c. Development of core national security 
capabilities and methdologies.

5. Dollar Crisis

President Nixon cancelled the fixed-rate convertability of US dollrs 
to gold in 1971. In Oct. 1973, Petro-Dollar began to be used as a 
medium of exchange when Riyadh sailed Saudi Oil. America ensure 
the supply of military equipment and take responsibility for security.

The dollar’s dominance will decline in the foreseeable future. When 
talking about the collapse of the dollar, the global reserve is over 60%, 
the euro about 20%, Yuan less than 3%. However, the week economy 
left the euro a cripple. Yuan is limited by value accumulation.

6. Middle Income Trap(中進國陷穽)
China has returned to State Capitalism in the last ten years. It has 
developed 10% every year in its economic development for 30 
years. IMF expects China’s economic development rate will fall 
3.4% a year until 2028. It’s Potential Economic Growth rate is 
expected to be 3% at the end of 2040. The problems China faces 
are rapid aging, real estate bubble crashes, undue private and 
publc loans as GDP reaching 300, and returning to State 
Capitalism from Market-Oriented Reform. And the combination of 
high domestic household savings rates and low consumption rates
leads to weak social insurance and low household insurance 
income, and ultimately hinders GROWTH.

1) The war 
is escalating in scale; 2) The outline of global struggle is more distinct in the Post 
Cold War(Harold Mackinder); 3) NATO didn’t permit Ukraine under influence of 
Russia. 

4. Trump’ Mediation

15 May 2025, at Ukraine-Russia Istanbul Peace Meeting, according to Trump’s Plan, 
Zelensky participated. However,  Putin made unreasonable demand while talking 
about perpetual war. 2 June 2025, in the 2nd Ukraine-Russia Istanbul Peace 
Meeting, Russia argued Ukraine accept the territories occupied by Russia and 
downsize the number of the Ukraine Army.

- the world must pay to USA to approach American Market

- Phenomenon suppressors will try to coerce ceasefire in Ukraine

Trump’s Diplomacy Revolution and Israel’s “Twelve Day War”
13-16 May 2025, President Trump officially visited Saudi Arabia, Qatar, 
and United Arab Emirates. a) return to realism beyond alliance and 
engagement, participated at the Economic Summit of Riyadh, b) lifted 
sanctions on Syria, enbraced into the global economic community, and 
pointed that US doesn’t have endgame on Iran, c) he didn’t visit Israel. 

21 June 2026, Trump ordered to bomb three nuclear facilities of Iran with 
seven B-2 Spirit Stealth Groups with Opperation Minight Hammer 
Operation name. The Twelve Day War cut the energey line to China from 
Iran.

3. Taiwan Strait
Xi Jinping ordered PLA to prepare for action to “Traitor Area” Taiwan untill 2027, according to 
to CIA Director William Burns Report. Hal Brands analysed Xi’s actions toward Taiwan and 
responses of USA
a) coercion act before war: invade ADIZ & the Median Line, false information, cyber 
attack, b) win without fighting: This principle doesn’t work in Taiwan. DPP become 
strong, KMT becomes weak, and US’s arms export to Taiwan increase. c) containment: 
Economic deprivation cannot make Taiwan surrender. US will station accurately  
submarines in the Weat Pacific. d) bombing: It only fosters the will to resister invsder 
from the German Air Raid during WWII. e) full-scale strategy: This is the last situation 
and a state of fear. Chinese militarism prioritizesvsuprise attaacks and overwhelming 
asssaults.
To attempt to occupy Taiwan, China should expect IIIWW from the military failure.

4. The Korean Peninsula, China, and America
1) Korean Peninsula, Nuclear Weapons, and China
Kim Il-Sung declared that he would never attack the superpower without an 
ultimate weapon after the Korean War. Nuclear reactor started to take shape in 
Youngbyeun in the early 1960s. Ten years later, it became a model for Syria 
designed in England, which powered by natural uranium mined in the North. In 
1993, Pyongyang could extract plotonium to make 8-12 nuclear heads. Clinton
Administrartion made Kim Il-Sung follow NPT. Defense Secretary William Perry
strengtherned OPLAN5027 to bomb Yeongbyeun. In June 1994, J. Carter met Kim 
Il-Sung in Pyeongyang, and R. Garllucci created Agreed Framework to freeze the 
fuel rods. Bush said Jiang Zemin before his retirement that the North’s nuclear 
issue is China’s becauase its response goes to Japan!

1) Korean Peninsula, Nuclear Weapons, and China
1991, the Nuclear Weapon of US Forces Army Korea was withdrewn according to 
America’s World Strategy. 27 Sept. 1991, because of USSR’s collapse, George W. H. 
Bush declared to withraw the ground and sea launched tactical nuclear missiles 
over the world. 5 Oct., Gorbachev also declared to finish all short-term strategic 
nuclear heads. 18 Nov. Noh Taewoo declared there is no neclear weapon in Korea. 
31 December, Non-Nuclearization in the Korean Peninsula between Seoul and 
Pyong Yang. 1994, Geneva Conventions between US and the North. 2005, The 
North declared 9.19 Common Declamation to finish nuclear in 6-Way Talks. 27 
April 2018, at the Singapore US-NK Summit, “Complete Denuclearization of the 
Korean Peninsula” promised. 2019, at Hanoi Summit, No Deal between Trump and 
Kim!
